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Ocean Light II. Following meeting the crew and guides 
of the Ocean Light II and allocating the cabins we will 
begin traveling south towards key wildlife viewing and 
photographic locations. Photographic opportunities 
will begin almost immediately!

Days 4 through 9 – Sept. 27 - Oct. 
2, 2012

Tour through the Great Bear 
Rainforest with stops in numer-
ous locations to photograph Spirit 
Bears, Grizzly Bears, and other 
species as opportunistically en-
countered. Humpback Whales 
typically frequent the inlets and 
bays at this time of year and we will 
watch and photograph these mag-
nificent mammals when the oppor-
tunity presents itself. We will use 
the Ocean Light II as a base, and 
a motorized inflatable to transfer 
people between the boat and the 
shore. Six kayaks are on the Ocean 
Light II for those wishing to enjoy 
the tranquility of paddling as we 

explore one of the last unlogged temperate rainforests 
in the world.

During this time we will be shooting from the Ocean 
Light II, a small inflatable Zodiac® boat, and from 
viewing stands and other on-shore locations.

Day 10 – Oct. 3, 2012

Breakfast on the Ocean Light II fol-
lowed by a drop-off at Bella Bella. 
Our time together in the fabulous 
Great Bear Rainforest will draw to 
an end, but you’ll be left with many 
fabulous memories and photo-
graphs!
