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weather, logistical delays, or delayed departures
of chartered or scheduled aircraft.

Number of Participants: The Ocean Light I can easily
accommodate 9 guests. However, I limit this trip to 6
participants for 3 reasons: 1) to maximize the attention
each participant receives; 2) to ensure that each par-
ticipant has room to shoot and good shooting angles
(when in the Zodiac), and 3) to accommodate the pho-
tographic gear that each attendee will be bringing.

Itinerary

NOTE: The itinerary of the Spirit Bears and the Great Bear
Rainforest Photo Tours are designed for flexibility. This
allows us to react to the ever-changing distribution and
abundance of wildlife and fluctuating weather conditions.
Our primary observational and photographic “target” spe-
cies will be Spirit Bears, followed closely by Grizzly Bears
and Humpback Whales. We will observe and photograph
other species as opportunities present themselves.

Day 1 - Oct. 2, 2012

Arrive in Bella Bella. Make your way to the Shearwater
Marina & Resort to check in.

Day 2 - Oct. 3, 2012

Early breakfast, followed by pickup by the Ocean
Light II. Following meeting the crew and guides of the
Ocean Light II and allocating the cabins we will begin
traveling north towards key wildlife viewing and pho-
tographic locations. Photographic opportunities will
begin almost immediately!

Days 3 through 8 - Oct. 4 - 9, 2012

Tour through the Great Bear Rainforest with stops

in numerous locations to photograph Spirit Bears,
Grizzly Bears, and other species as opportunistically
encountered. Humpback Whales typically frequent
the inlets. We will use the Ocean Light I as a base, and
a motorized inflatable to transfer people between the
boat and the shore. Six kayaks are on the Ocean Light
IT for those wishing to enjoy the tranquility of pad-
dling as we explore one of the last unlogged temperate
rainforests in the world.

Day 9 - Oct. 10, 2012

Breakfast on the Ocean Light II followed by a link up
with a float plane destined for Prince Rupert, BC. Our
time together in the fabulous Great Bear Rainforest
will draw to an end, but you'll be left with many fabu-
lous memories and photographs!
